CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS
(Renewed August 2011)


Constitution of the Marietta Photographic Society
Article I                NAME
The name of the organization shall be the Marietta Photographic Society.
Article II               PURPOSE
The purpose of the organization shall be to share and promote photography in and around a fifty-mile area of Marietta, OH. 
Article III             MEMBERSHIP
Any person interested in photography may become a member of this organization, as provided for in the Bylaws.
Article IV             OFFICERS
The organization shall elect:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Projectionist (the projectionist operates the slide projector or any other equipment necessary to the function of the club) and Newsletter Editor.   Their duties shall be as follows: 
President:  Shall conduct the organization’s meetings and business meetings and chair the Board.
Vice-President:  Shall serve in the absence of the president.  Be responsible for the history of the organization, and for programs. 
Secretary:  Shall keep the records of competition for each member and present members’ final totals for the end of year competition. 
Treasurer:  Shall collect and account for the dues of members, maintain the bank account and pay any outstanding debts for the club. 
Projectionist:  Shall be responsible for the projector and showing of slides and for any other equipment necessary to club functions. 
Newsletter Editor:  Shall prepare and distribute the newsletter via mail or e-mail to members on a monthly basis before meetings.  Input from officers may be added as necessary. 
Article V              VACANCIES
Section 1:  The office of President shall be taken over for the remainder of the term by the Vice-President if for any reason the office becomes vacant.   
Section 2:  The vacancy in any other office other than the President shall be filled by appointment by the President for the remainder of the term.    
Article VI             MEETINGS
Regular meetings shall be held the 2nd Tuesday of the month at 7:00 pm.  The Annual Business and Competition meeting shall be held in May for the election of officers as well as current business.   The club year shall be from June to May. 
Article VII            AMENDMENTS
Amendments to this Constitution may be made at any time by a two-thirds affirmative vote of the members present. 
Article VIII          BYLAWS
Bylaws for the transaction of this organization’s business may be adopted, revoked, or amended at any time by a majority affirmative vote of the members present.   


BYLAWS


Article: I               MEMBERSHIP

Section 1. Any person may apply for membership in this organzation.  Annual dues should accompany the request. 
Section 2. Any member whose dues are in arrears beyond July shall not be eligible to enter monthly competitions or could be dropped from the membership, upon due notice. 
Article II               DUES
The annual dues of this organization shall be payable in advance (usually  paid at the May annual dinner).  An individual’s dues shall be $15 and a family’s dues shall be $20. Students’ dues are $5. Persons coming in after the year starts shall have their dues pro-rated according to the time they join. 
Article III             ELECTION OF OFFICERS
At the Annual Business Meeting (in May), the President shall call for nominations from the floor for each office.  Ballots will be passed out to members present.  Those receiving the highest vote for each office shall be declared elected to take office in the month of June.  The term of office shall be two (2) years for each officer.  (IF a slate of members is offered, those members serving currently shall have their names withdrawn from the ballot after they have served two years).
Article IV             AMENDMENTS
Any change may be made in these Bylaws by a majority affirmative vote.  Members must be made aware of the changes one month prior to the change.
