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Unit I - The Elements of Personal Finance - an introduction to the basic terminology and concepts of individual economics, with emphasis on work, budgeting, checking & savings accounts, loans, insurance, credit and investment.  Students will learn the concepts, work on individualized financial literacy projects, and develop plans for their near and distant economic future.

Unit II - College Knowledge - otherwise known as "Everything You've Always Wanted to Know About College* (but didn't know enough to ask).  Introduces the vagaries of registration and scheduling, financing, course and major management, and dealing with the social life of students.  Prepares students for the “hidden game” of college, as preparation for ultimate success.

Unit III - Political Science - An introduction to the basics of our political system and its alternatives.  We take a look at the continuum of political philosophy and its implications for U.S. and world politics, as well as American parties and the electoral process.  We will discuss how and why to register and vote, and follow the election process from beginning to end.

Unit IV - Basics of Macroeconomics - Basic tenninology and concepts that relate to economics for the participating citizen.  Concepts are addressed by meeting the most famous economists of the ages, and examining why they discovered the principles that still drive our study.

Unit V - Economic Systems - A macroeconomic exploration of the 3 major types of economic systems and the inferences we can make about the lives and values of those who live within them.

Unit VI - Market Economics - A microeconomic exploration into the principles on which our market system operates, and the implications it has for the choices we must make.  We examine the way that mathematics can help us understand and predict the behavior of such a complex system, and inspect the weaknesses that must be overcome in order for that system to achieve its full potential.

Unit VII  - Our Legal System - Principles of Constitutional, Criminal, and Statute Law as they relate to citizens' legal rights and responsibilities.  Students learn the foundations of American legal precepts and how they are applied in daily society.

Unit VIII - Future Civics – We look at the unique problems that will be presented to responsible citizens of the United States and the World in the 21st Century.  Students get a refresher course in geography to help them understand the origins of modern world situations, and inspect current trends to determine the direction world events may take in the near future.
