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Unit I – Prehistory and Early Civilizations – An examination of theories of Creation, proceeding through Prehistory and the development of Man through the incredible accomplishments of the Cradle Cultures.

Unit II – Ancient Greece – An in-depth look at the contributions of the great Greek civilization, from the impact of the Trojan and Persian Wars on the development of Western culture, and the amazing ideas put forth by the scientists and philosophers, through Alexander’s conquest of the known world.

Unit III – Ancient Rome – Beginning with the Punic Wars, we explore the dramatic rise of Rome as a world power from Republic to Empire, and its eventual downfall.

Unit IV – Middle Ages – Covering the period from the collapse of Rome to 1337, when the Hundred Years’ War heats up, we look at the implications of the great tales of Chivalry and the events that led up to an incredible explosion of culture.

Unit V – Renaissance, Reformation, and Exploration – An inspection of the tremendous forces that formed the atmosphere for the creation of the world’s greatest artworks, major upheavals in religious philosophy, and the discovery of new continents and peoples. 

Unit VI – Enlightenment & Absolutism – We compare the elements that allowed an extraordinary broadening of human thought concurrent with the most narrowly controlled governments in human history.

Unit VII – Age of Revolution – England, America, and France experience widely different types of revolutions, with extreme differences in their results.

Unit VIII – Age of Invention – The Industrial Revolution begins a process that starts the greatest landslide of invention and lifestyle changes in human history to that point.
