A Brief Look At The Phelps Families In Pulaski County, Georgia  By Cathy Roberts, 2010
I don't live in Georgia, so I began my research into the Phelps families of Pulaski County, Georgia when I was in Salt Lake City in the spring of 2010.  During my stay in Salt Lake City, I was able to visit the Family History Library.  I found a few books in their book section, but due to time constraints, was not able to view any microfilms for the county.  The following is from the books that I found on the county, as well as some research in the online databases for the Georgia State Archives, and internet sites for Pulaski County itself.
I am planning on ordering films from the Family History Library, and will report on any findings from those at a later date.

Some dates to keep in mind:

Pulaski County was created 13 Dec 1808 from Laurens County.

Laurens County was created 1807 from Wilkinson County.

Wilkinson County was created 1803 from ceded lands of the Creek Indians.

Other counties created out of Wilkinson are:  Telfair (1807) and Twiggs (1809).

Other counties created out of Laurens are:  Johnson (1858.  Also created out of Emanuel and Washington).

Other counties created out of Pulaski are:  Wilcox (1857.  Also created out of Dooly and Irwin), Dodge (1870.  Also created out of Montgomery and Telfair), and Bleckley (1912).
